The Department of Women, Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Partnerships and Multiculturalism (DWATSIPM) is launching a consultation to inform Queensland’s first Women’s Economic Security Strategy. We want input on the best ways to break down barriers to economic security and create opportunities for women.

Women continue to participate in the workforce at lower rates compared to men and are much more likely to work part-time and access these arrangements to care for children. Women also continue to be over-represented in lower paid roles and industries. This has contributed to Queensland’s gender pay gap of 12.6 per cent, compared with 13 per cent nationally.

Women also continue to face lower superannuation balances, higher rates of insecure work and significant barriers to economic security.

When women’s finances are secure, and they have choice, they can pursue their ambition. That’s the Queensland we are delivering. 

Queensland’s economic success depends on the benefits realised from women’s full economic participation and inclusion. Economic security underpins all other elements of equality throughout women’s lives.  

Queensland’s first Women’s Economic Security Strategy will be developed with women for women, in partnership with community and industry leaders. It will integrate efforts across government agencies and with other governments, and in our community to address barriers in health, housing, safety, justice, education, employment, and training, and including consideration of the overlays for women with diverse backgrounds and experiences.

The survey is seeking input from Queensland women and girls and representatives of relevant peak bodies, industry groups, community groups and organisations. It will run until February 2026.
